UNIFORMS

Policy

Students of Seven Holy Founders grades K-8 will wear uniforms determined by the parent group of the Home-School organization and revised by parents and administration.

Procedure

Uniforms are required to be worn the first day to the last day of the school year.  All students are expected to be neat and clean.

Parents are asked to cooperate in this matter as it is unfair to reprimand children for their parents’ neglect.  Any child who does not appear in proper uniform must have a note from the parent.  Girl Scouts, Brownies, Cub and Boy Scouts may wear their uniforms on the day of their meetings.

Please label all personal belongings with the child’s full name (first and last).

DRESS CODE—ALL STUDENTS K THROUGH 8


Shirts:

White and forest green polo style knit long or short sleeve shirt or turtlenecks, no emblems.  Note:  Beginning in August 2005, white shirts will not be permitted.  (revised 2/04)  


Pants:

Navy blue twill dress pants may be purchased at Famously Yours.  No cargo


pants.  


Shorts:

Navy uniform style walking shorts.  Walking shorts may be purchased at


Famously Yours, and must be of an appropriate length, no shorter than mid-thigh 

and no longer than knee length.

Belt:

Dark, solid colored belt must be worn on all pants or shorts with belt loops.

Sweatshirts:

Famously Yours supplies our school with navy appliquéd SHF sweatshirts in several styles.  Famously Yours will initial these sweatshirts to help in identifying ownership.  In addition, plain navy crew neck sweatshirts (purchased anywhere) may be worn.  All sweatshirts must be solid navy in color.  Shirts are worn under sweatshirts when in uniform.


Sweater:

Plain, navy blue pullover or cardigan—no emblems.


Shoes:

Athletic style or casual shoes.  Athletic shoes should be mostly white, black, navy, blue, 
gray or silver, or any combination thereof.  They may have your choice of accent colors. 
Casual shoes must be black, brown or navy and have a flat heal and a nonskid sole.  
Shoes must be fastened securely.  No boots, no open-backs, open-toes or straps are 
allowed.  Heavy shoes and snow boots are permitted only in snow and must be 
removed upon arrival at school.  


Socks:

Solid navy blue or white socks.  Socks must be seen above the shoe.


Hair:

Natural hair color is expected.


Gym Uniform:
K - 3rd will be required to purchase the gym uniform from Famously Yours (no exceptions).  This will allow the children to wear their gym uniforms all day on gym day.  In cold weather, navy blue cotton sweat pants (purchased anywhere) may be worn instead of the gym shorts.

4th - 8th:  Solid navy basketball style polyester shorts.  No shorter than mid-thigh, and no longer than knee length.  Solid gray or white T-shirt may have SHF emblem.


Spirit Day:
Royal, gold or white spirit shirt, gym T-shirt or navy school sweatshirt may be worn with jeans, khakis or blue athletic pants/shorts.  No wide leg jeans, bagging or sagging pants, wide flairs or snap pants.  No short-shorts.  Length should be consistent with regular uniform policy.

Dress Down Days:


Specific instructions will be sent home for each occasion, as rules may vary.

DRESS CODE--GIRLS


5TH, 6TH,7TH, 8TH:

Navy, black and dark green plaid skirt or a city skirt (culottes type) must be


purchased from Famously Yours.  Hemline must be of a modest length, no


shorter than mid-thigh level (generally 2 – 4 inches above the knee.)  No rolling

at the waist.


K through 4th:


Navy, black and dark green plaid A-Line dropped waist jumper or a bib style


jumper that can be converted into a skirt must be purchased from Famously


Yours.


K through 8th:

Makeup and nail polish are not permitted.  No dangling earrings; only stud type


earrings may be worn, only one earring per ear.  Wearing excessive jewelry is


not permitted.

DRESS CODE—BOYS 


K through 8th:

Undershirts worn under school shirt must be white—no pictures or writing 


may be visible.  Shirts must be tucked in at all times.  Hair should be off the 


collar and above the eyebrows.  No earrings may be worn.  Wearing of a single


necklace/chain is permitted.

DRESS CODE CHANGES:

Girls 5th – 8th.  Hemline must be “of a modest length, no shorter than mid-thigh level, generally 2 –4 inches above the knee”  Previous policy required no more than 2 inches above knee for all girls, regardless of height.

Girls—add  only one earring per ear.
Boys: Undershirts worn under school shirt must be white –no pictures or writing may be visible.  (Word solid  deleted.).

Pants—no khaki pants (as of Nov.2001 dress code revision already announced)

Shorts—Navy uniform style walking shorts.  Girls walking shorts MAY (not must) be purchased at Famously Yours.  Khaki shorts eliminated (as of Nov. 2001 revision.)

Sweatshirts—All sweatshirts purchased must be solid navy in color.

Shoes:  Athletic style shoes.  No open-backs, open-toes or straps.  (Color restrictions eliminated: “previously “ may be predominately black & white, predominately white or gray.  Any other colors or athletic shoes without laces are not permitted.”)  Shoes must be fastened.  (Replaces “with shoelaces…shoes without laces are not permitted”.)

Socks.  Navy or white socks.  (Eliminates “with no trim or emblems”.)

Hair:  Natural color recommended for all students, not just boys.

Spirit Day:  Royal spirit Tshirt or navy school sweatshirt may be worn with jeans, khakis or with  “blue athletic pants/shorts”.( Replaces navy uniform pants/short)s Adds No short shorts.  Length should be consistent with regular uniform policy.”

Dress Down Days;

No specifics in handbook.  Specific instructions should be sent home for each occasion, as rules may vary.

Beginning in Fall 2005, white shirts will not be permitted.  (revised 2/04)
